From the Desk of the Headmaster 
 Courage, Character, and Commitment are traits respected by all, and 
those which we seek to impart to our students. There are many ways to impart 
these values, and one of the most effective is by example. On October 29th several 
Cornerstone parents met in the sanctuary to kick off this yearôs Parent Action 

Committee (PAC). In doing so, each were providing examples of commitment to their students 
and to Cornerstone. Among the topics covered were: 

¶ How the PAC can take an active role in identifying and bringing issues forward. 

¶ How the PAC can initiate and lead facilities improvement projects. 

¶ How the PAC can act as a communications channel for parents and Cornerstone 

Administration. 

 As with any organization, there are many issues that need attention. The challenge for 
Cornerstone is to create a school-wide effort to identify issues quickly and to bring each forward, 
determine priorities from the broadest perspective possible, and assure follow-through. When 
parents are willing to partner with one another and with Administration, a ñclearing houseò 
process can be put into place that will support all of the steps needed to address as many issues 
as possible. 

 While much effort and funds have been poured into our ñnewò facility much remains to 
be done. The parents present at the PAC meeting were strong in their desire to contribute to 
Cornerstone by initiating and leading facilities improvement projects. One project that was widely 
desired and supported is to build a separate fenced playground area for our youngest students.  
Parents have already contributed some of the playground equipment and most of the funds. 
With the PAC providing the leadership, we will be able to move forward on the playground, 
putting a 6ô fence along Glen Springs Road and the tree-line near the picnic tables, and a 
security fence bordering the parking lot . 

 Finally, a cleaner and more orderly communication process between parents and 
administration would be welcomed by all. The PAC agreed to take on this challenge. You should 
be receiving information shortly on how this process will work. May God bless all the parents 
who attended the first PAC meeting and may each of you feel moved to involve yourself in some 
way with this important group.

Bullying represents ñan 
imbalance of power where the 
students who bully use power in 
the wrong way ï to hurt or make 
fun of someone.ò I have 
observed that on many 
occasions unkind behavior may 
not rise to the level of bullying, 
but instead is really a lack of 
manners.  

 We have been teaching 
character qualities at 
Cornerstone for eight years 
using the Character First 
curriculum. It has provided 
excellent tools for us to focus on 

such things as compassion, 
integrity and honesty. These are 
all good character qualities that 
certainly should be encouraged. 
However, what we have failed to 
do is stress and teach the 
basics of good manners on a 
day to day basis. We are 
exhorted in Scripture to ñin 
humility consider others better 
than ourselves.ò (Phil. 2:3) The 
underlying principle of good 
manners is thinking more highly 
of others than we do of 
ourselves.  

 When we greet another 
person with a smile and a word 
or handshake, we are laying 
aside any desire on our part to 
ñnot be botheredò and are 
reaching out to encourage and 
uplift. When we express interest 
in another by asking questions 

and allowing conversation to 
flourish, we are placing that 
personôs interests above our 
own. Children must be taught to 
reach out to others in these 
ways. Human nature is selfish, 
and without coaching, children 
will think that life is all about 
them rather than those around 
them.  

 Letôs all see how we can 
better live like Jesus and 
encourage others on a daily 
basis. We can teach students to 
begin at home and then at 
school, by showing kindness 
and good manners to family 
members and fellow 
classmates. What a great 
opportunity we have to put the 
character of Christ into practice!
